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HE OPALINE GROTTO

ABOUT

*The Opaline Grotto is one of Brazenthrone’s many
residential areas, located in a natural cavern with a small
spring, surrounded by patches of mushrooms. The walls and
ceiling are dotted with bits of opal, making the chamber
glisten with iridescent colors. It is widely regarded as one of
the most beautiful places in the city.

*The grotto is one of Brazenthrone’s wealthier areas. All of
the buildings are residences.

*While the opal in the walls could be mined out, the Council
of the High Clans decided against it for a number of reasons,
including the relatively poor quality of the opal, concerns
about a potential collapse damming the Bitterwash River and
an immediate need to expand the city’s housing.

*A series of natural tunnels and caverns leads from the grotto
to the Bitterwash. The entrance to these tunnels is
inside one of the larger residences in the grotto. A metal gate

blocks access from the other side.
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
